Seattle is a green city full of environmentally-minded folks, but our
only river, the Duwamish, has less than 3% of its original habitat
remaining. Join the largest group of Earth Day volunteers to help
restore critical salmon and wildlife habitat along the Duwamish River
on April 17th for Duwamish Alive!

ECOSS will be working with People for Puget Sound and the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) at North Wind's
Weir.

Through these efforts, the long term goal
is to help bring back at least 30% of the river shoreline for wildlife
habitat.
